Team Up to Clean Up

The annual spring cleanup campaign involves thousands of 
students, community groups, businesses, and volunteers.  
The spring campaign runs April through June, educating and 
involving Winnipeggers in keeping their city clean and 
beautiful. Each October, Take Pride Winnipeg! prepares Winnipeg for winter by organizing a fall version of the campaign. Over 50,000 volunteers are involved each year.   
Graffiti Control

Take Pride Winnipeg! is a founding member of the T.A.G. 
(Together Against Graffiti) Team, hiring youth during the 
summer months to remove graffiti. Volunteers also assist 
with graffiti removal throughout the summer.

Green Wave


Green Wave is a summer program where youth are hired to                                       
assist BIZ zones in Winnipeg, as well as participate in 
special cleanup and restoration projects across the city.  

Brush Up Winnipeg 
With the assistance of corporate volunteers, Take Pride 
Winnipeg! paints the exterior of homes of those who are 
physically or financially unable to do so on their own. This 
program brings a fresh perspective of pride to the 
neighbourhoods and homeowners affected by the program.
Winnipeg in Bloom

This contest allows home and business owners, community groups, schools, parks, and B.I.Z. zones to showcase their front yard gardens and properties. 400 to 700 entries are received each year.

Mural Program

The Mural Program has been an integral part in keeping 
graffiti and grime off of the walls of city buildings. Local 
artists, students, community groups, government agencies 
and local businesses come together to bring art to the streets. 

Cigarette Litter Cessation 

Cigarette butts constitute up to 28% of litter on the streets.  This program aims to reduce cigarette litter, through education and awareness, as well as with the installation of cigarette butt receptacles in high pedestrian traffic areas.
Education Programs

Education is an important key in getting the message across.   Three education programs, aimed at different grade levels, educate and inspire students to become involved in making Winnipeg a better place to live. The Mentor Program teaches elementary students about community pride and taking care of the environment. Pride in Action in Winnipeg Schools (PAWS) involves middle school students in community service projects. Take Pride-Take Action inspires students into action for their communities and the environment. In addition, Take Pride Winnipeg! has a popular mascot, Louie the Lion, who visits schools and special events every year.
Bag Up Manitoba 

Elementary students learn the value of the 3Rs by collecting plastic shopping bags, keeping them from ending up in the landfill. They are remanufactured into recycled products such as Frisbees for their schools. This program is now offered to all Manitoba schools.

Timmy the Tumble Bag
